Cherokee
You represent the Cherokee nation, which makes its home in the southern Appalachian Mountains in present-day North and South Carolina, as well as parts of Alabama, Georgia, Tennessee, and Kentucky. Your urban society is based on agriculture. Each Cherokee town has a council form of government, and regularly sends representatives to larger, regional councils. 
Your people have a long history of contact with Europeans, dating to initial contact with the Spanish in 1540. You have also encountered French Canadians and entered into the fur trade. Perhaps your most important European relationship is with the British. Your people have asked the British and their colonists for protection against other tribes, and representatives from your nation have even visited the English royal court. 
In recent years your population has suffered great losses as a result of smallpox epidemics. By 1738, your nation’s population has been reduced by half. This period of great suffering was followed by a series of conflicts with the Creek. Additionally, British colonists have begun to push you from some of your towns, and war between Britain and France now looms.
