Iroquois

You represent the Six Iroquois Nations, a grouping of six tribes that reside in what is now the northeastern United States. Your confederation consists of the Mohawk, Oneida, Seneca, Cayuga, Onondaga, and Tuscarora nations. In order to provide leadership and resolve conflicts, your people have developed a Grand Council. This Grand Council serves as a central government of sorts and consolidates Iroquois power. Though conflicts exist in your history, your people have managed to become a dominant force in the Northeast through avoiding unnecessary destructive conflicts and controlling trade in the region. 
Further, the Iroquois have maintained relations with the British colonists through the “Covenant Chain,” a series of councils, treaties, and agreements between the Iroquois Confederacy and the colonists. This Covenant Chain has resulted in a relative peace between your people and the British colonists for years, as your people and the colonists fought the French and their Huron and Algonquin allies in the late 1600s. This series of conflicts ended when a shaky peace with the French was achieved in 1701. 
Your people continued to trade, hunt, and farm under the protection of the Covenant Chain in the early 1700s. However, this agreement between the colonists and Iroquois has been strained in the last few years. Recent renewal of the chain in 1755 has provided some measure of security, but with war looming between France and Britain, your people again face an uncertain future.
