Algonquian
You represent the Algonquian nation, a native group that resides in present-day Quebec and Ontario, Canada. Though you practice some agriculture, your people primarily hunt and fish to survive, and thus you are nomadic throughout much of the year. Your people have a longstanding conflict with the Iroquois, having fought wars with this group for the past two hundred years. These battles have cost you lives and driven you from some of your traditional lands. 
You have received some measure of support in your conflict with the Iroquois from the French and other allied Native American groups such as the Huron. This relationship with the French has been somewhat beneficial to your people since the early 1600s, when you were first contacted by Samuel de Champlain. In 1667, the arrival of French troops brought a period of peace until 1700, when you were again forced from your lands by the Iroquois. 
With war now looming between France and Britain, you face an uncertain future. Your historic relationship with the French has served you well at times, but you find yourself wondering if this will protect you from the British and nearby Iroquois.
